Flying Club Constitution
Renewed 9/1/2008

ARTICLE I – Name
The name of the organization shall be the Flying Club
The organization is a student organization at The University of Arizona

ARTICLE II – Objectives
The objectives of the organization shall be:
1. To provide students an opportunity to network with others interested in the field of aviation.
2. To provide students the opportunity to experience the joy of flying.

ARTICLE III – Membership
1. Any student at The University of Arizona is eligible to be an active member and may hold office.
2. Non-students may act as associate members, but may not vote or hold office.

ARTICLE IV – Officers
1. The officers of the Flying Club will be the President, Vice President and Treasurer.  A person holding the position of a committee chair is not considered a club officer.
2. Election of positions to selected offices: Each year club members may be nominated or appointed (as determined by the club) to the officer positions. Officers who are seen as being unfair or not performing their jobs by the club members may be removed from office with a 100% vote of approval by the club and executive board members.
ARTICLE V – Not-for-Profit Statement
This is a not-for-profit organization.
ARTICLE VI – Statement of Non-Discrimination
This organization shall not discriminate on the basis of age, color, ethnicity, gender, national origin, disability or handicap, race, religion, sexual orientation, or Vietnam Era veteran status.  This policy will include, but not limited to, recruiting, membership, organization activities, or opportunities to hold office.
ARTICLE VII- Financial Obligation
A majority of voting members of this organization may determine reasonable dues and fees assessed to each member at the beginning of each semester.  At least $20 must be assessed to each member each year to cover club expenses.
A specific member or members, designated by this organization, shall be responsible for payment in full of all debts accumulated by the organization not covered by funds on deposit.  The President shall be the person who is responsible for payment in full of all debts.
ARTICLE VIII – Statement of Non-Hazing
This organization will not conspire to engage in hazing, participating in hazing, or commit any act that causes or is likely to cause bodily danger, physical harm, or person degradation or disgrace resulting in physical or mental harm to any fellow student or person attending the institution.
ARTICLE IX – Statement of Compliance with Campus Regulation
This organization shall comply with all University of Arizona and campus policies and regulations and local, state, and federal laws.
BY-LAWS

A. Club President
i. Coordinates activities of the organization

ii. Liaison to the University community and official representative of the Flying Club

iii. Calls regular and special meetings and presides at meetings

iv. Prepares agendas for meetings

v. Ensure that no member be denied his/her rights of membership

vi. Carry out administrative and executive duties

B. Club Vice-President

i. Be the official representative of the Flying Club in place of the President

ii. Presides over meetings on request or in the absence of the President

iii.  Assist the President in preparing agendas for meetings
iv. Assist the President in carrying out administrative and executive meetings

v. Assist with general club operations

C. Treasurer
i. Act as the club Treasurer

ii. Collect membership dues

iii. Oversee all financial matters of the club

iv. Maintain a club budget

v. Keep track of all conference and club event expenses and set fundraising goals to help finance chapter events
MEETINGS
Meetings will be open to all organization active and associate members, faculty, and Student Program representatives. A notice of at least 2 weeks will be given prior to all meetings.  The meetings are to be organized and controlled by officers and active members.
